Shaping College Success Through Unprecedented Times 
 

The Northern California College Promise Coalition (NCCPC) brings together leaders, practitioners, and 
resources to create shared leadership in shaping college success efforts across 13 counties, including 
the Bay Area and surrounding areas. There are over 1 Million K-12 students enrolled across the Bay 
Area’s nine counties in the 2023-2024 academic year.1 
 
NCCPC works to make systemic change by advocating for and/or directly implementing solutions 
centering on first-generation college applicants who are low-income, BIPOC, and multiply 
marginalized and underrepresented (MMU) students.  
 
74 Members serving 350,000+ students across Northern CA and the Central Valley 
 

NCCPC convenes, coordinates, and disseminates information and resources as a trusted messenger 
to its 74-member coalition. NCCPC members, in turn, distribute free, tested, and community-validated 
resources to over 350,000 students and families from Sonoma down to Fresno.2

A Policy Agenda to Advance Education Equity and Holistic Student Success 
 

Interviews with over 50 local, state, and national leaders from November 2024 through the present 
have given the coalition a clearer understanding of the state and federal budget and policy changes. 
From March to June 2025, NCCPC will host virtual bill showcases and continue to convene members 
and partners.  
 
In July 2025, NCCPC will present a new Three-Year Policy Agenda that will drive the coalition’s 
advocacy efforts from 2025-2028. Our shared aim is to ensure students and families can thrive 
through challenging times.  
 
NCCPC’s 2025-26 Policy Agenda prioritizes what currently matters most to coalition members,

OVERVIEW: Existing federal laws and, more 
recently, thanks to the Governor, Legislature, 
and Attorney General, California laws set 
model policies for all post-secondary and 
K-12 institutions to protect the data of 
students who are undocumented and in 
mixed-status families. 

HOW TO ENGAGE: NCCPC is following special session 
legislation that further strengthens existing protections in and 
around schools.

OVERVIEW: Federal and state 
funding and policy 
landscapes are changing in 
unprecedented ways, while 
students and NCCPC 
member organizations are 
working to support students 
through the challenges and 
ensure legislative wins are 
fully implemented.  

HOW TO ENGAGE: 
State Student Aid: NCCPC supports AB 313, introduced by 
Assemblymember Liz Ortega, to extend the Cal Grant application deadline 
by one month, to April 3, 2025. Encourage CA mixed-status students to safely 
submit a state CADA Application now for state aid. 
Strengthen Scholarships: Ensure full implementation of California’s 
scholarship displacement legislation (AB 288, AB 3240).

California’s 
Asset-Building 
Programs 

OVERVIEW: In the first year of 
implementation, only about 9 percent 
of CalKIDs Children’s Savings 
Accounts have been claimed. The 
HOPE for the Children Trust Account 
Program will launch by July 1,  2025. 

HOW TO ENGAGE: NCCPC welcomes partnerships with Bay Area 
Caucus Members to promote CalKIDS claiming, local Children’s 
Savings Account (CSA)  programs, and CA HOPE to constituents.

1349 Bradford)
